Keep Right to take Exit 87, Ga-400 North Buckhead/Cumming (.50 toll)
Continue on 400 North to Exit 8, Mansell Rd.

At the bottom of the exit ramp, turn Left onto Mansell Rd.

Follow Mansell for ¥ mile, to Davis Drive - Turn Right

Follow Davis Drive up the hill to the cul de sac.

On the right you will pass our Host Hotel, Homewood Suites.
